SLOW PLAY?
All Golf Clubs world wide have what we call ‘slow-players’. It would be to the advantage of all golfers to consider the following.......
There are three areas of golf involved:

On the tee

On the fairway 

On the green

On the TEE
No golfer should ever feel that he has to hurry his tee-shot. However, watching seasoned players, we notice that a practice swing or two is sufficient (all the ‘thinking’ has been done beforehand).

Further, the player next to drive off should be ready to step up immediately. If a tee-shot goes off line the search is speeded up if his companions have also watched the ball’s flight carefully. 

On the FAIRWAY
Although 5 minutes is officially allowed when searching for a lost ball, it is helpful (in a friendly game) to abandon that ball and play the provisional.  Either that or, preferably, wave the following match through - THEN use the full 5 minutes!

Much time is wasted when players leave their trolley several yards behind unnecessarily, and then have to retrace their steps to fetch it.

Although golfers are not expected to race madly down fairways, they are expected not to dawdle!

On the GREEN
The only area in professional golf where officials have to warn players for ‘slow-play’. The better the player, it seems, the more time and care is given to putts.  We lesser mortals might do better using some of the time saved (see above) for weighing up our putts, without earning the ‘slow-play’ label.

Think about where the next tee is located and leave your clubs on that side of the green.
Be ready to putt immediately after your opponent - think about your putt whilst opponent is weighing his up.

Move off the green before filling in your scorecard.

Amateur golf must be made as pleasant and enjoyable as possible - PLEASE DO NOT LET ‘SLOW PLAY’ SPOIL ANYONE ELSE’S DAY!

Under the EGU Rule 6 - 7 we find...             UNDUE DELAY
‘The player shall play without undue delay. Between completion of a hole and playing from the next teeing ground, the player shall not unduly delay play.’

PENALTY FOR BREACH OF RULE 6 - 7

Match play- loss of hole; Stroke play - Two strokes; for repeated offence – Disqualification!
